SFC TRANSFERS VARGAS TO ATLETICO MADRID

Sounders FC announced on February 2 that it has reached an agreement
to transfer midfielder Obed Vargas to La Liga side Atlético Madrid prior

to the close of the Winter Transfer Window. After originally joining
Sounders FC’s Academy in 2019, the 20-year-old Alaska native has spent
the last five-plus seasons with the First Team, making 130 all-competition
appearances with eight goals and 16 assists, helping the Rave Green

win the 2022 Concacaf Champions Cup and Leagues Cup 2025. Vargas
makes the jump to the Spanish topflight after a 2025 campaign in

which he tallied six goals and seven assists in 41 appearances across all
competitions, earning the top spot on MLS’ annual 22 Under 22 list and
an All-Star selection. Full terms of the deal are not being made public, but
in addition to an undisclosed transfer fee, Sounders FC retains a sell-on
percentage in the event of a future move.

The Anchorage, Alaska native joined Sounders FC Academy from Cook
Inlet Soccer Club in 2019 at the age of 14 before signing with Tacoma
Defiance two years later. He made his MLS debut later that year at
Austin FC via Extreme Hardship on July 22, 2021, at the time becoming
the third-youngest player in league history to play in an MLS match (15
years, 351 days). After officially signing with the First Team as the club’s
18th Homegrown Player in December 2021, Vargas made his home debut
against Honduran club Motagua on February 24, 2022 in Concacaf
Champions Cup play. He made seven appearances in the tournament,
including as a substitute in the second leg of the Final against Pumas
UNAM, helping secure a 5-2 aggregate victory as Seattle became the first
MLS team to win the continental tournament.

After starting 24 of 35 regular-season appearances over his first two
seasons in MLS, Vargas set career highs in appearances (30), minutes
(2,542) and assists (seven) in 2024, cementing his place as a starter in
Seattle’s midfield alongside Cristian Roldan. He went on to start all 26 of
his league appearances in 2025, recording three goals and five assists, in
addition to a brace in Sounders FC’s postseason home win over Minnesota
United. Outside of MLS play, Vargas started all six of Seattle’s Leagues
Cup 2025 fixtures, helping the club win the tournament with a 3-0 victory
over Inter Miami CF in front of nearly 70,000 fans at Lumen Field. He also
played in all three of Seattle’s 2025 FIFA Club World Cup matches last
summer, including a 90-minute shift against Atlético Madrid.

Sounders FC faced Atlético Madrid in last summer’s FIFA Club World Cup,
with the Spanish side earning a 3-1 victory on the Emerald Queen Casino
Pitch at Lumen Field. Albert Rusnak scored the lone goal for Seattle in the
Group Stage match. Atlético was Vargas’ favorite club growing up as a
child, routinely watching their matches from Alaska starting at the age of
10. Following the Club World Cup contest, Vargas exchanged jerseys with
Antoine Griezmann, his favorite player from his youth.

On the international stage, Vargas has three senior appearances for the
Mexico National Team, most recently joining the squad earlier this month
for a pair of friendlies, as well as 10 combined appearances at the U-20
and U-23 levels. Vargas represented Mexico last year at the 2025 FIFA
U-20 World Cup in Chile, making five appearances during the team’s run
to the quarterfinals. He made his debut for El Tri’s senior squad against
the United States in a 2-0 victory on October 15, 2024. Vargas originally
represented the United States at the U-15, U-20 and U-23 levels before
utilizing his one-time federation switch to Mexico.

SFC SIGNS FOUR PLAYERS TO NEW DEALS

NEW CONTRACTS

ALEX ROLDAN NOUHOU DANNY MUSOVSKI OSAZE DE ROSARIO

THE PAULS DELIVER IN CCC

Sounders FC today announced on March 10 that Nouhou, Alex Roldan, Danny
Musovski and Osaze De Rosario to new contracts. Nouhou, Roldan and De Rosario
are all set to remain in Seattle through the 2028-2029 season with club options
for 2029-2030, while Musovski is now under contract through the 2027-2028
campaign, with a club option for 2028-2029.

Nouhou, 28, originally joined Seattle’s organization as a member of Sounders FC
2 in 2016, signing with the First Team the following season. His 285 all-competi-
tion appearances rank third in club history and are the most of any defender. The
Cameroon international appeared in 40 matches in 2025, scoring two goals and
adding three assists. He has helped the Rave Green lift the 2019 MLS Cup, 2022
Concacaf Champions Cup and Leagues Cup 2025 trophies, in addition to a pair of
MLS Cup Final berths in 2017 and 2020. The defender has 14 career all-competition
assists to go along with three goals, scoring his first professional strike in a 2-1
win over the Houston Dynamo (September 4, 2022). He was one of six Sounders
FC players to be named to the 2021 MLS All-Star Team and was earned Concacaf
Champions Cup Best XI honors in 2022. On the international stage, Nouhou has
48 appearances for the Cameroon National Team. He played every minute in Les
Lions Indomptables’ three group stage matches at the 2022 FIFA World Cup,
including the country’s historic 1-0 win over Brazil. He was also part of the squad
that earned the bronze medal in the 2021 Africa Cup of Nations.

Roldan, 29, was drafted by Seattle with the 22nd pick in the 2018 MLS SuperDraft
out of Seattle University and has since made 253 all-competition appearances for
the club. In 2025, he started 38 of his 44 appearances in all competitions, scoring
a goal and adding nine assists, tied for fourth on the team. Roldan has tallied 27
career assists since joining the club, tied for 10th in club history, and has scored
seven goals. He scored a penalty in the Leagues Cup 2025 Final, a 3-0 win for the
Rave Green, one of three trophies he has helped secure for Seattle. Roldan started
all eight matches during the club’s 2022 Concacaf Champions Cup run, as Sound-
ers FC became the first MLS club to win the continental title. Also one of Seattle’s
six MLS All-Star selections in 2021, Roldan has appeared in at least 28 regular sea-
son matches every year since 2021, including a 2022 campaign when the defender
tallied career-highs with 32 appearances and seven assists.

Musovski, 30, is coming off his best season as a professional, scoring 18 goals

in all competitions, most on the team and one goal shy of the club single-sea-
son record. He scored 14 goals in regular-season play, including in five straight
matches from April 12 — May 10, tying Raul Ruidiaz for most consecutive matches
with a goal in a single season. He added a goal in Leagues Cup 2025 play, scoring
the game-winning goal against Club Tijuana in Phase One play. The forward also
scored two goals in Seattle’s Round One playoff series against Minnesota United
FC. During Musovski’s first year with the team in 2024, he scored two goals in all
competitions.

De Rosario, 24, sighed with Seattle in May of last year after playing all of 2024 with
Sounders FC’s MLS NEXT Pro affiliate, Tacoma Defiance. He scored six goals in 22
appearances with Tacoma in 2024 before scoring eight goals to start the 2025
campaign prior to being signed by Seattle. The forward went on to score five goals
for the Rave Green, including four in Leagues Cup 2025 play, bagging the first goal
in the final against Inter Miami, a 3-0 win for Seattle. On the international stage,
De Rosario has nine appearances and six goals for Guyana, most recently scoring

a goal during the country’s 2026 FIFA World Cup qualifying campaign against
Montserrat.

Sounders FC opened its 2026 Concacaf Champions Cup campaign with
a 3-0 road win over Vancouver Whitecaps FC in the first leg of its Round
of 16 matchup on Thursday.

Paul Arriola, one year and one day since tearing his ACL, scored a brace
in his first start of the season, with Paul Rothrock adding Seattle's
third of the night in the 70th minute. Jesus Ferreira assisted Arriola's
first strike, his team-leading fourth assist through four matches in all
competitions.

The second leg of the two-match aggregate series now shifts to ONE
Spokane Stadium on Wednesday, March 18 (8:00 p.m. PT / FS2, TUDN),
as Lumen Field continues to undergo renevations for the 2026 FIFA
World Cup.

Seattle Sounders FC on Febraury 11 unveiled its 2026 Primary Kit, “The Evergreen State Kit,” a clean and elegant design that celebrates the spirit, color and
culture that define Washington and the Sounders. Embracing simplicity and timelessness, the new kit pairs the club’s iconic Rave Green with subtle blue
accents that mirror the state’s forests, waterways and coastline. Unveiled as Washington prepares to welcome the world for FIFA World Cup 2026™, the kit
represents a continuation of Sounders FC and RAVE Foundation’s long-standing commitment to using soccer as a force for good across Washington, with
design elements that intentionally spotlight impact beyond the pitch. “The Evergreen State Kit” is available beginning today at Sounders FC Pro Shop locations
and online at MLSstore.com.

Crafted with a lifestyle-forward approach, “The Evergreen State Kit” reflects Seattle’s heritage as a global soccer city and the deep connection between
nature, community and the game. At the core of the design is a refined, premium aesthetic intended to resonate both on and off the pitch. Bespoke flat-knit
patterns on the cuffs and collar add rich visual texture, while aqua accents ensure all three primary club colors are featured throughout the kit. Clean lines and
a minimalist structure complete a look that is understated, versatile and distinctly Sounders.

Purpose is woven directly into the fabric of the jersey. On the front left hem, a custom jock tag reads “The Evergreen State,” a nod to Washington’s official
nickname and the club’s identity as the Rave Green. On the outer back neck, an outline of the state of Washington is marked with 52 sparks, symbolizing
Sounders FC’s legacy commitment through RAVE Foundation, the club’s official charitable arm, to build 52 free-to-play mini-pitches across the state by the
end of 2026.

“These kits are an opportunity to tell a deeper story about who we are,” said Sounders FC President of Business Operations Hugh Weber. “The Evergreen State
Kit reflects the beauty and simplicity of the world’s game, while grounding it in the values that define our club and our region. From the design details to the
52 sparks on the back neck, this jersey represents our commitment to community, access and opportunity. It’s about more than what our players wear on
matchday - it’s about what we stand for.”

As part of the club’s Purpose Beyond the Pitch initiative, Sounders FC announced today that it will donate up to $50,000 from the first 30 days of sales

of “The Evergreen State Kit” to RAVE Foundation. RAVE Foundation believes that a free place to play can anchor a community and nurture a child. RAVE’s
mission-driven work includes investing small fields for free play in underserved communities, and using soccer as a vehicle to inspire youth and strengthen
communities.
